Rupert Coleman “Pete” Taylor died April 1, 2017, with his family by his side.
Pete was preceded in death by his wife of 59 years, Kathryn Lynn Taylor; first

C. Taylor; mother, Mary Smith Taylor Maddox; and step father, Ross Maddox.

During his 32 years of devoted
service to DPS, he moved through the ranks, serving as Captain of the
Alabama Bureau of Investigation and retiring as Major in the Administrative
Division in 1991. Major Taylor was an integral figure throughout the State of
Alabama and will be remembered as a well-respected, loyal, and honorable
man.

The on-the-job
training that we provided to the many city and county police
departments paid high dividends. 

 I maintained contact with Pete until just a month or so before his
death. During my last visit, about 4-6 weeks before his death, Pete
and I both knew that he had just a short time left in this life. I
stressed to him that we can be Thankful that we can look back on
our accomplishments during our career in law enforcement and
know that WE MADE A DIFFERENCE. Pete concurred with that
statement, and there is no doubt that his totally dedicated efforts will
be fully recognized, when he enters the Gates of Heaven.
